Mission Drive).

The day is the culmination of a yearlong hands-on program that also involves other City Hall
site visits. The city and GHS have one of the most successful and longest running Youth in
Government programs in the region, dating back to 1996. The program aims to shed light on the
inner workings of city government for students and also gives the city a chance to connect with
youths and their parents.
