PROJECT SUMMARY: This application is for the approval of a Tentative Parcel Map for a four (4) unit condominium subdivision (conversion of an existing apartment building) located in the R-3 (Multiple-Family Residence) zone.
ENVIRONMENTAL DETERMINATION: The project was reviewed for compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).  This project is exempt from the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act, Guidelines Section 15315, Class 15 (Subdivision of Properties into four or fewer parcels).

     Planning Case No. PL-14-087

     Applicant: City of San Gabriel

PROJECT SUMMARY: The City of San Gabriel proposes to amend certain sections of the Municipal Code relating to the regulation of trailers and other vehicles in order to:

· Address resident concerns about existing trailer regulations 

· Respond to the 9th Circuit ruling that invalidated local laws relating to living in vehicles 

· Consolidate code provisions relating to trailers into a single section

· Expand the definition section to include other types of vehicles defined in the California Vehicle Code or the California Health and Safety Code

· Make the definition of “driveway area” consistent with that in the R-1 zone

· Eliminate the distinction between storage and permanent storage

· Allow for the reasonable cleaning and stocking of vehicles, including but not limited to RVs

Chapter 151 of the San Gabriel Municipal Code is proposed to be deleted and Section 153.130 is proposed to be amended

ENVIRONMENTAL DETERMINATION: The project was reviewed for compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).  Adoption of the ordinance would be exempt from CEQA pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15060(c)(2) on the grounds that the activity does not have the ability to result in a direct or reasonably foreseeable indirect physical change in the environment

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends that the Planning Commission  RECOMMEND APPROVAL of  Planning Case No. PL-14-087 to the City Council
