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PLANNING CASE NO. PL-05-151 (Conditional Use Permit)
411 E. Las Tunas Drive
Applicant: Sequoia Development Services Inc.

This application is for approval of a conditional use permit to allow the installation of a
65-foot high monopine telecommunications tower and an adjacent 456 square feet
area to house associated equipment to be located at the northern portion of the San
Gabriel Country Club (Southeast corner of Longden Ave. and Del Mar Ave). This item
was continued from the September 11, 2006 regular meeting.

Environmental Determination: The project was reviewed for compliance with the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). Staff prepared a Notice of Proposed
Mitigated Negative Declaration which is available for review.

Recommended Action: That, after hearing public testimony, the Planning Commission
approve Planning Case PL-05-151, subject to the recommended conditions of
approval.

PLANNING CASE NO. PL-06- 144 (Conditional Use Permit)
284 S. San Gabriel Blvd., Unit 102
Applicant: Michael Wong (Shabu House, Inc.)

This application is for the approval of a Conditional Use Permit to allow beer and wine
sales in conjunction with an existing eating establishment/restaurant located in the C-1
(Retail Commercial) zone.

Environmental Determination: The project was reviewed for compliance with the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). This project is exempt from the
requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act, Guidelines Section 15301,
Class 1 (Existing Facilities).

Recommended Action: That, after hearing public testimony, the Planning Commission
approve Planning Case PL-06-144, subject to the recommended conditions of
approval.

PLANNING CASE NO. PL-05-171 (Tentative Tract Map and Variances)
400-412 W. Mission Road
Applicant: Great Urban Places (Killefer Flammang Architects)

This application is for the approval of a Tentative Tract Map to consolidate four lots
into one lot and subdivide airspace for 22 attached and detached condominium units
located in the R-2 (Grapevine Residential) zone in the Mission District Specific Plan
area. The applicant also requests five variances which include front and rear setbacks,
open space, building height, and fence/wall height.

Environmental Determination: The project was reviewed for compliance with the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). A Notice of Proposed Mitigated
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Negative Declaration of Environmental Impact was prepared and filed with the Los
Angeles County Clerk on October 16, 2006.

Recommended Action: That, after hearing public testimony, the Planning Commission
approve Planning Case PL-05-171, subject to the recommended conditions of
approval.

PLANNING CASE PL-04-132 - Valley Vision: A Neighborhood Sustainability Plan
(Specific Plan, Final Environmental Impact Report, General Plan Amendment,
Zone Change and Zone Text Amendment)

Applicant: City of San Gabriel

At the October 17, 2006 meeting, the City Council referred this matter to the Planning
Commission for consideration of the ordinance and to review land use alternatives as
a result of concerns expressed by some Valley Boulevard property owners.

Environmental Determination: The project was reviewed for compliance with the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). The City Council certified the
Environmental Impact Report on July 18, 2006. The proposed revisions to the plan do
not require changes to the environmental analysis.

Recommended Action: Affirm the City Council's recommended change of the land use
designation in the Valley Vision plan of the properties at 317-425 West Valley
Boulevard from Strategy 5 (Multi-Family Residential) to Strategy 4 (Mixed Use,
Commercial, or Multi-Family on Corridors).
